Article (7) Validity of bids
1. Bids must be valid for a period of not less than 90 days starting from the date of
opening the technical envelope.
2. If the bid validity period expires, the bidder has the right to withdraw his provisional
deposit, and in this case the bid becomes invalid.

Article (8) Origin of items
The country of origin must be clearly stated in the offer, and any information given that is
misleading will result in the offer being rejected, and the bidder will be responsible for all
consequences thereof, with the need for the bidder to provide a certificate of origin
when supplying the awarded items

Article (9) Prohibition of submitting more than one bid
Bidders are prohibited from submitting, personally or in partnership with others, more
than one bid for one tender, unless the bidder is a partner with a third party with a share
that does not allow him to make a decision related to the bid. In the event of violation,
the violating bids will be excluded and the bid bond will be confiscated in favor of the
company, or the contract will be terminated. Or implementing it at the contractor's
expense, transferring the performance bond to the company, and holding the contractor
responsible for any losses it incurs if it is found to have violated the ban after contracting.

Article (10) Prohibition of modifying the bid
Any amendment to the bid received after the specified date for the technical bid opening

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Article (11) Duration of Supply:

Article (14) Final deposit

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Article (18) Technical evaluation of bids
Bids will be evaluated according to the point system (cost factor), noting that bids that
do not receive at least 80% of the total technical evaluation will be rejected, noting that the
cost of each must be mentioned separately:

Article (19) Completing and clarifying technical and financial offers
The company may complete data or documents that help clarify obscure technical or
financial matters from bidders, which will assist it in preparing the necessary technical
report, within a period not exceeding three working days from the date of notifying
them, without prejudice to the principle of equal opportunities and equality among all
bidders.
In the event that the bidder does not respond to a request to complete data or
documents to clarify the technical or financial matters of his bid within the specified
period, his bid will be excluded as unclear or not comparable to other bids.

Article (20) Opening financial envelopes
Upon completion of the evaluation of the technical bids, the company will notify the
bidders in writing whether their technical bids are considered complete and accepted or
rejected. This notification also includes an invitation to the technically accepted bidders
to open the financial bids and the same previous steps will be followed in the technical
envelope opening session.
The financial envelopes for technically accepted offers are opened only, and are held in a
general public session in the presence of whomever of the bidders whose technical offers
are accepted are present. They may authorize whomever they see fit to attend the
session, provided that the authorization proving this is presented.
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Article (21) Notifying the winning bidder
The winning bidder will be notified that the process has been awarded to him, and the
winning bidder must pay the final deposit value within the period specified for that in the
letter of award.

Article (22) Delay in implementing the contract

If the supplier is late in supplying the equipment, the attached spare parts or part
thereof, or the services necessary for operation beyond the specified time, and this
includes rejected items, the competent contracting authority may grant him an additional
period to complete the supply, provided that he is subject to a delay fine for this period
amounting to 1% of the amount, up to a maximum of 5% of this value. The fine period
begins to be calculated from the day following the completion of the supply period.

The month is calculated according to the number of its days in the Gregorian calendar.
The fine shall be calculated based on the total value of the contract, unless the company
deems that the late part (attached spare parts) does not prevent the use, directly or
indirectly, of what was supplied. In this case, the fine shall be calculated based on the value
of the late part only (attached spare parts)
In all cases, the competent contracting authority may exempt the contractor from the fine
if it is proven that the delay was due to reasons beyond his control and the delay did not
result in harm - provided that the burden of proving this falls on the contractor.

Article (23) Mandatory termination of the contract automatically and removal of the

contractor from the register of contractors

The contractor must avoid the obligations of terminating the contract, in particular the
following:

1) Submitting any incorrect data or documents, personally or through an
intermediary, for the purpose of fraud or manipulation.

2) Violating the prohibition stipulated in Article (9) of the above tender book or
engaging in any fraudulent, corrupt, or monopolistic practices, including collusion, or
preventing any competition for one of the other bidders, or agreeing with them on illegal
purposes in a way that leads to prejudice.

Article (24) Factory testing
The supplier is responsible for examining the performance standards of the equipment
through comprehensive testing at all levels. Testing and inspection of the supplied
equipment, including that provided by subcontractors, will be carried out by an
independent, specialized international authority - the third party - on behalf of contractor

Article (25) Receipt of Items
If the inspection committee rejects one or more types of spare parts accompanying
or supplied during the warranty period or in which a deficiency or violation of
specifications is found; The contractor shall be notified in writing of the reasons for
rejection and the necessity of withdrawing the rejected items and supplying a
replacement for them
The contractor is obligated to withdraw the rejected items within seven days at

most from the date of the day following his notification. If he is late in withdrawing them,
the company has the right to collect storage expenses at the rate of (5%) of the value of
the items for each week of delay or part thereof for a maximum period of four weeks,
and after the end of this period. Duration: Procedures for selling it are taken for the
contractor’s account, and what is due to the company is deducted from the price, in
addition to administrative expenses. The sale shall be in accordance with the applicable
regulations of the company.

Article (26) provisional acceptance
The provisional acceptance certificate is issued, signed by both parties, after completing
the installations and tests at PSCCHC site, and terminating the training on-site

Article (27) Final acceptance
The supplier will guarantee the equipment for a period of one year starting from the
commissioning date and two years in case of Chinese origin whether for the equipment or
any part of.

will be added to the warranty period.
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The supplier 1s committed to supply and clear customs up to our company’s
warehouses for all necessary spare parts or services during the warranty period so that the
equipment remains efficient and effective throughout the warranty period.

The contractor 1s also obligated, as soon as the company notifies him, to supply a
replacement for the parts that showed defects during the warranty period, which leads to
the complete cessation of the equipment in a period not exceeding fifteen working days,
with the exception of the customs clearance period from the day following his or his
agent’s notification.

Article (28) Legal Disputes
All disputes arising from this contract are subject to Egyptian law, and the Port Said
courts have jurisdiction over all disputes arising from this contract. Likewise, the texts

and provisions of the regulations for the tender are considered complementary and
complementary to the texts of the contract.

1.3 CLIMATIC CONDITIONS:

The fork lift shall be designed and guarantced by the
manufacturer to operate under the following climatic conditions:

+¢ Coastal climate .

¢+ Ambient temperature up to 40°c.

+ Relative humidity above 70 % .

** Presence of fine sand in air .
Full consideration must be give to the climatic conditions
detailed above in the design and the material used for the
construction of the fork lift and major parts such as diesel
engines, cooling system and electrical equipment.
1.4 TECHNICAL SERVICE:
Tenderers should assure and provide guarantee for the continuity
of production of spare parts for the equipment at least for the
coming five years and that their local agent or dispenser can
supply the required spare parts at anytime to maintain the
equipment offered.
Further assurance is preferable that the local agent or dispenser

can provide technical staff to give assistance as may be required

by (PSCCHC) in maintaining and repairing this equipment.




1.5 PRE QUALIFICATIONS :

The bidder must submit the pre qualification for manufacturing the
same type of machine offered.

High

capacity cooling system, with all gauges (oil pressure, water

temperature, fuel level, engine hour meter...etc,) required for

engine operation in the driver cabin.

The engine should be with audible and visible alarm, and safety

device to stop engine automatic in case of high water temperature,

engine low oil pressure, engine high oil temperature , low water

level , and transmission high oil temperature .

The engine maximum power preferable not less than 230 HP 1SO

(3046) standard net brake horsepower .

The fuel line should be provided with manual valve after the tank to

prevent fuel flow during maintenance operation, the fuel tank to be
idedyith manual valve for drain.




2.3 TRANSMISSION :

Heavy- duty power shift transmission with torque converter suitable
for the engine power and tractor performance.

2.9 STEERING SYSTEM :

The steering shall be hydraulic on rear wheels with effective full
right / lift lock.

2.10 MAST AND CARRIAGE :

- The fork-lift will be duplex mast, heavy duty with suitable
design for material and dimensions. Sliding device between
the two sections should be by special ball bearing with suitable
distance between the roller. (the bidder should submit full
details for the two sections of the mast, and type of steel ) .

2.11 Hydraulic system:
Hydraulic system shall consist of pumps, filters, valves, and

distributors Safety valves shall be incorporated in the system. Relief

valves shall be provided and fitted to the hydraulic system and also
safety valves.

Hydraulic oil cooling system shall be fitted.

Filters shall be fitted in the hydraulic return line. Hydraulic tank with
suitable capacity .

Hydraulic control system as your standard specifications.

Safety valve should be fitted to the lifting cylinders to prevent load
lowering in case of hydraulic system failure .

The fork lift equipped with two lifting cylinders located at both sides
of the mast.

The hydraulic line should be provided with manual valve after the
tank to prevent hydraulic flow during maintenance operation.

Main pumps preferable variable displacement piston pumps with
load sense control

2.12 OPERATOR CABIN AND CONTROL:
The operator's cabin shall be a single operator. The operator seat

should include adjustments for operator leg, weight, back angle and
seat high.

Giving the possibility to adjust for comfort and ease of control. The
cabin should be equipped with all gauges for operation such as hour
meter, engine temperature, engine oil pressure; transmission oil
status ... Etc. Cabin should be tilted hydraulically. To facilitate
maintenance and repair.

The top of cabin covered with over head guard protection.




2.13 WHEEL AND TYRES :

Pneumatic tyres shall be fitted on the machine, 4 in twin formation on

front axle and 2 in single formation on rear axle. Front and rear tyres

preferable to interchangeable. (The tenderer should indicate type and

manufacturer of tyres )

Original catalogue should be submitted.

The tyres preferable tubeless industrial type with large deep tread.
2.14 LIGHTING:

The fork-lift fitted with spotlights in front of truck and on the mast. The
lighting should be enough for operation.

Swiveling spotlight (beacon light) must be fitted on the cabin.

Warning light and buzzer for reverse direction.

The lights preferable be led.

All faults codes for engine, transmission and hydraulic preferable
appear on the cabin display.

2.15 GUARANTEE PERIOD:

The guarantee period is one year starting from commissioning date and
two year in the case of any Chinese parts.
Any down time of the equipment due to defect of the manufacture will
